	Working together – Have students work In pairs or small groups and take turns to role play asking for help and giving directions for finding something specific in a grocery store.  Debrief where (other contexts, such as at work or on the street) they would use those skills
Thinking Skills (Comparing) – Have students work together with a partner, compare grocery lists and compare totals/food budgets.  Debrief where (other contexts, such as at work) students might do this type of activity

	Outcome Assessment Task
	All students are given a map of a store showing different numbered aisles and grocery sections.  Students take turns asking the teacher where a grocery item is located, using a picture card as the cue

The other students listen to the teacher give directions, decide in which aisle a food item may be found and mark it on their maps
	Read select sections of authentic flyers and on a handout, note items that are on sale and how much they cost
	Use the info collected in the reading task to make a list of the items you will buy at each store
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
