	Content Focus
	Portfolio assessment is used to document language learning and decide CLB outcomes.  Together, the teacher and student set goals and discuss progress.   Samples of the students work over time are used by the teacher to decide CLB levels.  The portfolios provide evidence of what the student can do in English.  New teachers use the students’ portfolio to learn about the students and make instructional plans.  Collaborative Language Portfolio Assessment helps students develop independence and initiative, and become responsible for their own language learning.  These characteristics are valued in the Canadian workplace, where employees are expected to be self-directed.

	Outcome Assessment Task
	Teacher gives instructions to students re: putting items into their portfolio in a specific place and observes to see if students can do it successfully (using clarification questions if necessary.)
	Have students work in pairs to examine a list of activities and describe what they can or can’t do yet.  Student A asks Can you ___ yet? and Student B answers, Yes, I can X with help/by myself.
	Use a checklist of portfolio contents and ask the class questions to have students check for specific items in their inventories and then locate them in their portfolios.
	Have students complete the inventory after adding items to their portfolio.
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
